The Importance of Hand Hygiene in Schools

(Pre-COVID data)

« 22 million school days are lost annually due to the
common cold

« Two-thirds (32 million) of school-aged children missed
school in the previous 12 months due to iliness or injury

» Cost the U.S. $120 billion a year

* Average of 5.3 teacher iliness-related absences a
year

* Average of 4.5 student illness-relates absences a year

GEERF Applications and USes ... wocr

Governors may provide subgrants to LEAs and IHEs within their jurisdiction that have

been “most significantly impacted by coronavirus” to support their ability to continue providing
educational services to their students and to support the “on-going functionality” of these entities. In
addition, a Governor may use these funds to provide support through a subgrant or a contract to
other LEASs, IHEs, and education-related entities that the Governor “deems essential” for carrying
out emergency educational services, providing child care and early childhood education, providing
social and emotional support, and protecting education related jobs.

Each State has a unique process and

priorities for funding. Consult the
GEERF Guidelines for your State.
