Remove the lower cover from 
cooler and set aside with screws 
for later use.
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IMPORTANT: The Sloan Universal Maintenance Tool is required to install the Filter Drop-Down Kit. The Universal Maintenance Tool is packaged with the installation 
instructions furbished with the Bottle Filler unit. DO NOT DISCARD.

Turn off water supply at shut-off 
valve.
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Remove filter access panel. Set 
aside screws for later use.

Locate the water supply line through the opening of the filter 
access panel. 

Double check to ensure the water supply is turned off. 

Remove and discard push-in coupler fitting to insert filter.

SUPPLY LINE PUSH-IN COUPLER

IMPORTANT INFORMATION
•	 Install in compliance with local and state regulations.
•	 Install in cold water applications only.
•	 DO NOT USE where the water is microbiologically unsafe or of unknown quality 

without adequate disinfection before or after the unit.
•	 DO NOT USE this system on water containing hardness greater than 50 mg/L (3 

grains per gallon) without pretreatment to remove hardness.
•	 Rated maximum service flow = 1.25 gpm
•	 Maximum operating pressure = 125 psi

•	 Spent absorption media should not be regenerated and used.

Insert the end from the supply line inlet into the push-in fitting, 
approximately 1/2” deep.

IMPORTANT: Insert water line on push-in stem with 
corresponding flow line.

Disconnect the push-in fitting using the Universal Maintenance 
Tool by pushing the collet square towards the push-in fitting 
body and hold. While pushing the collet in, pull on the tubing 
to remove from the push-in fitting. Repeat for opposite side.

Gently pull on the fitted tubing to 
ensure it is secure. Tube should 
not come free from the fitting. 
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Install the drop-down filter frame using the six (6) screws from 
Step 3.
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Swing Filter unit up and lock 
using the Universal Maintenance 
Tool.
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Turn on water supply.

IMPORTANT: Thoroughly check for leaks before 
proceeding.
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Reinstall Lower Cover using the six (6) screws from Step 1.11
